Summary:   

Hosts and Guides are responsible for providing exceptional hospitality to guests at Holyrood 
Distillery. They will work within our on-site bars and shop, and they will lead tours and host events; 
actively promoting the brand, products, and experiences. They may also be asked to perform other 
duties across the distillery which will involve taking bookings, assisting with admin tasks, and 
opportunities to learn about (and be more involved in) production operations.  

They will have responsibility for the daily stock and presentation of the Distillery, including the sale 
and up-sale of spirit and shop products, tastings, pouring and presenting drinks, and other related 
activity. 

Hosts and Guides will be the face of Holyrood Distillery – so must be passionate and knowledgeable 
about our products and experiences; and be a genuine people person with a passion for Edinburgh 
and our place in it. 

Must be calm when under pressure, with the confidence and ability to respond to unexpected 
situations professionally, and to seek advice and support when required.

  Essential Duties and Responsibilities:  

 Tour, Shop, Bar and Event Operations 

● Provide a passionate, welcoming and inclusive approach in all activities 
● Gain, maintain and impart a thorough knowledge of our mission and vision at Holyrood, 

including our particular style, approach, and ethos to distilling and spirit production 
● Undertake comprehensive training in order to lead tours (guiding guests and groups through 

our whisky and spirits distillery) and the various experiences we have to offer. 
● With training, become fluent in front of house systems to ensure seamless and efficient 

transactions and bookings for guests, being able to troubleshoot with minimum supervision 
● Comply to Scottish Licensing law, adhering to Challenge 25, monitoring guest alcohol intake 
● Complete weekly stock takes and assist in processing orders in line with guest and sales 

projections 
● Undertake regular and scheduled cleaning duties to maintain a sanitary environment – 

adhering to any relevant protocols and risk assessments 

● With advice and direction from the Duty Manager and Experience Operations Manager - 
ensure front of house is presented to the highest standards 

● Provide operational support for the general management and maintenance of the distillery
